CITIES & PORTS
VIENNA

On your arrival day enjoy one of the famous Vienna Christmas Markets.

For over 600 years, Vienna was
the magnificent baroque capital city and the seat of the mighty Hapsburg
Emperors, a heritage that has bestowed it with many dazzling palaces
and monuments: the lavish Hofburg Palace, the impressive Vienna Opera
House and the majestic Ringstrasse. The capital is also known as the “City
of Music” for having once been the home of composers such as Beethoven,
Schubert, Mozart and Johann Strauss. Maybe visit the Schoenbrunn Palace
dressed for the season.

BRATISLAVA, SLOVAKIA
